Customers using the nextstep service for help and support with training, learning and careers advice have praised the service delivered by 
Future Pathways in Leeds as being ‘outstanding’.  

Feedback from customers using the service found that 82% rated the service as outstanding and praise was given for the advisers’ ability 
to help people gain confidence and new skills to enable them to find employment or access training.
